2008 ISL LEAGUE RULES OF PLAY

A.S.A. rules will govern all games, with the following
modifications:

A. Games will be seven innings, unless tied, with a ten
run differential rule in effect after five innings.

B. Helmets with facemasks and chinstraps are required for all
batters and base runners. Catchers need to have a helmet
with a mask, but do not need a chin strap.

C. All teams are required to wear uniforms of the same color
and they must have numbers.

D. There is no international tie break procedure.
E. There must be a safety base at first.

F. Bats that do not have the ASA seal, but are otherwise legal
bats, will be legal.

G. For a suspended game, the game will resume exactly
where it left off.

H. We do not allow courtesy runners.

I.  Coaches may wear any attire deemed appropriate by their
school.

II. Fields must be lined properly and be in good condition.
Proper field markings include: foul lines, out-of-play lines,
batters boxes, and an eight foot circle around the pitcher’s
rubber. The umpire will decide if the field is deemed to be in
unsatisfactory condition for play.
